The calling script was just as intense. There were many moments where split seconds of difference made large impacts. I used different colors to differentiate types of cues, and made sure all the pages were perfect and neat to eliminate the possibility of error.

Just like a stage manager will fill actors in on blocking they miss and other rehearsal information, I was able to instruct actors on what their parts were in any given ensemble number. This ended up saving us a massive amount of time during music rehearsals, as we could focus on refinement instead of learning.

But mostly, this script and the energy our company had was electric. It required me to be on my A-Game the entire production.

We took a very open-ended approach to creating the scenes in this play. Crates and benches were used to make all the scenic locales, including an airplane in the sky. There were a ton of arrangements of these various pieces throughout the show, and tracking them was important. I created a ground plan for every single scene and movement so actors could reference them for transitions. I also used these in my blocking sheets as they were nice clean images for reference.


I also had a specific and thorough preshow/post show checklist for my crew. We had fog and snow machine, kabuki boxes, and overall a lot of elements in our show that needed heavy monitoring. By making them mark when things got done, it ensured that the correct process was happening each and every day.

Description automatically generated]This is probably one of the less conventional shows I have done in terms of my job as the Stage Manager. The KIDS scripts that are licensed through MTI run at approximately thirty minutes. They are small scale, so the director personally oversaw many of the duties I have come to expect as a stage manager. The most important part of this job was maintaining behaviors and order in the rehearsal room. Each of these shows had two casts of forty students actors, aging between 7 and 12 years old. I was constantly watching the actors to make sure everyone was being safe, and gently steering the students when they started to get out of line. In many ways, these shows required me to be more of a youth supervisor than a stage manager.
During the performances, I manned a side of the stage, making sure all props were ready and that the few scene changes happened without any issue. And again, I made sure to keep the students calm and collected while we were backstage.
This show reminded me a lot of my roots with theater- being a kid in a summer program. It was a special experience to be facilitating a program like that, developing a love of theater in a younger generation.

STAGE MANAGER
Out of Darkness was my first experience stage managing dance. Two difficulties quickly presented themselves- first, I did not start with the company of dancers until about a week and a half before the show opened. Second, I would not have the convention of a script or dialogue as a reference on when to call cues. What ensued was a crash course in dance terminology and technique for dance stage management. I worked closely with the directors and choreographers to create clear visual marks to call of off in the choreography. Over the tech process, I grew to learn the dances from my eye nearly as well as the dancers knew them in their bodies. Other duties for this show included daily calls, reports, and making sure the stage and theater areas were cleaned and secure.

The biggest paperwork contribution I had was making a Running Plan for the entire show. This detailed which dancers were onstage, where they entered, what costume should they be in, and how the cueing at the top of each song went. These were posted backstage and kept everyone on the same page.

Description automatically generated with medium confidence]Charlie Brown is the first musical that I have had the opportunity to stage manage. It was also my first time managing the large mainstage theater in our performance hall, as opposed to the downstairs studio theater. The larger scale came with challenges. With a larger stage, the possibilities for staging were exponentially larger. It also required a larger effort in coordinating with many more people to ensure the rehearsal hall and other aspects of production would operate smoothly.
Charlie Brown is a strange show. It flows between vignettes without much of a traditional storyline. My actors made frequent comment of this, so I created this scene order document to help their mental tracking. It dictated what the scene was and who was involved in each scene. This helped both actors and my team backstage keep the flow of the show running, and everyone was more certain of where they needed to be next.

Description automatically generated]The other unique aspect of our production is that we simultaneously single, double, and triple casted the show. Due to the large amount of students we have, and the small ensemble nature of Charlie Brown, our director wanted to increase the opportunity for actors. The female roles of Snoopy, Lucy, and Sally became triple casted, and we added a non-verbal dance role of Woodstock that was also tripled. Linus, Schroeder, and Charlie Brown were all double casted. We included a single casted ensemble of three characters to build out the cast as well. This was a logistical hurdle like I’d never seen before. I had to develop a plan to make sure all combinations of casts were comfortable and familiar with each other, than all casts were getting roughly equal stage time, and try to balance many other aspects of fairness throughout the duration of the production. The production team devised the categories of Blanket and Kite for the men, and Pink, Green, and Blue for the women. This allowed to combine an object with a color to quickly and clearly get a single full cast of actors together. This is how we ran rehearsals and performances for the rest of the process.

Description automatically generated]I had a stack of papers I would rotate through. Three B’s and three K’s, each a different color corresponding to a unique casting combination. Every scene we would switch a new combo in to make sure actors were getting reps fairly throughout the show. Eventually, we split the show into three parts, and started cycling that way. At the very end, a single combination would run the entire show. I made several iterations of a performance schedule to communicate to actors who would be on each night. This is the final schedule that was sent out to the actors. We did everything we could to fairly balance shows, and we ended up having all 6 unique combinations perform live together.

I was also responsible for the standard Stage Management documentation of reports and daily calls. I take a lot of pride in my calls- they are the documentation that is most widely viewed by the company as a whole. They should be neat, direct, and be sent out quickly. Most importantly, they must be correct. One of my ASM’s would usually write the rough draft of the call, and I would check it and add to it as necessary. Being specific about which casts were on in different moments became really important, so my calls looked like this for this production. I also added some “fun” into these calls by including a “Comic of the Day”, and in the notes section of each call I would have a company member tell me what “Happiness” was to them, in theme with the closing number of the show, “Happiness.” As serious as my job is, it is good to promote positive vibes throughout the cast.

STAGE MANAGER
Romeo and Juliet marked my 1-year anniversary with Stage Managing. For me, this production was all about taking my skills to the next level. I had much more confidence in how to stage manage, and who I was as a stage manager. 
I started working on the show during the summer before returning to school for the Fall Semester. It allowed me to do very detailed preshow work over the extended period of time. Me and my ASM’s split up some of the work and by the time rehearsals started, we were in great shape to lead the production. This was crucial for R&J, because we went from 1st rehearsal to opening night in just over 3 weeks. The entire cast and crew received this information almost immediately, because I prepared First Day Folders with this information.

Description automatically generated]Rehearsals started with blocking, where I took blocking notation. I also noted any basic scenic, prop, costume, and sound notes I would want to have immediately accessible in my script.

Description automatically generated with medium confidence]While these rehearsals would happen, we would also be running some dance rehearsals, lift rehearsals, and fight rehearsals where we could fit them in. The daily calls I sent out each day were very important to communicate the day’s information to the cast so they would know when they needed to be somewhere, and when they were expected to arrive. It saved lots of confusion since we were running multiple rehearsal rooms at the same time. 

During rehearsals, the director would have lots of notes and suggestions for things she wanted to see happen. I would write anything like this down in my Log Book. This allowed me to retain all of this information and ensure it all made it into a report,  a designer could take care of the note. I also logged start times, when we would take breaks, and when we would shift to different parts of rehearsal.

Description automatically generated with medium confidence]The majority of the scenic design for the show was 6 platforms of different shapes and sizes that let us create different picture for different scenes. Tracking the movement and landing places was difficult by itself, but it was also important that the cast who would actually be doing the transitions understood where things needed to be on stage. My solution to this was to create electronic scenic layouts to hang backstage that the actors could reference. This also let me give my director a copy of the layouts to help her visualize scenes that needed fixes and re-blocking.  



Once we got to performances, my Daily Calls got very extensive and detailed. I had actors that needed specialty makeup, fight calls, dance calls, lift calls, mic checks, and more. I had to create a very detailed plan to get through all of these things quickly and efficiently, without wasting actors time.

Description automatically generated]My calling script was also quite detailed. There were many types of cues- light, sound, projection, fog machines, entrances, and a few other random things too. In total, it was 420 cues. Lots of them relied on visual cues from actors, so I had to always note to myself when the correct time to call those cues were.

Description automatically generated]Visual cues were challenging at times due to the facilities I was working in for the production. This show was performed in our studio theater, which does not have a booth with a direct sightline with the stage. I called the show over monitors with 4 different camera angles of the space, and a direct audio feed of the space to hear the actors. Fortunately, there is no delay in the system, so I can keep up to speed with the actors. The real challenge is when I cannot see an actor particularly well, and have to learn their timing without necessarily watching. Fortunately I have called a few shows with this style and have learned how to do it well.

STAGE MANAGER
This production was my first project outside of my university. With it came several new parts of the job that I had not previously been a part of. This was my first full length production as a one man team, so I had to figure out how to use my time in rehearsal more efficiently in order to get all of the information necessary down. I previously relied on ASM’s to be tracking most of the material that goes on runsheets while I focused on blocking/bigger picture things. That would not fly with this show. 
Much Ado is the first show in a rented rehearsal space I have done as well. Part of my duties would be arriving early and setting the room, and then making myself available to be opening the doors for people to enter when they arrive. 
Being the first time I was working with this company, I also had to learn how my director operated in his job. This director had a very different style of blocking and running the rehearsal than directors I previously worked with. I had to be flexible and on the fly in order to keep up. This production helped grow my confidence as a Stage Manager, proving to myself that I can keep it in an environment outside of my school. 
The other unique aspect this production was it was performed as “Shakespeare in the Park.” Over the course of 19 performances, we performed in 16 parks. This meant we had to be mobile, simplistic, and efficient. I kept a large majority of the props in the trunk of my car for the duration of the show. We’d arrive 90 minutes prior to the performance, put up the set, and then actors would get into costume and get ready for the performance. Once the show was over at around sundown, we would quickly take it all down again and pack it away in peoples cars. This was very different for me as a stage manager. Due to the nature of the show, there were no cues to call or changes to facilitate. Things were minimalistic. My duties during the run itself were to watch our “backstage area” and do a count of the crowd.

PRODUCTION STAGE MANAGER
This One Act Festival was a very different style of Stage Management than the shows I had done previous to this one. Instead of one large production, we were putting on 14 5-10 minute shows, in two separate performance groups. This festival employed a cast and crew of 56 members, plus 14 student directors. In addition, I was a one man SM team for the duration of the process. I was not hands on with any of the productions until the tech process, where we brought in all 14 shows to work through lights, sounds designs, scenic elements, and transitions between shows. 
The biggest challenge to this festival was the number of people I had to communicate with and manage. Around half of the actors were brand new to theater at our university, and did not know how to operate beyond their experience is high school was like. They didn’t typically know how to read a daily call, and didn’t know a lot of the theatrical jargon that we use. I had to slow down, and be very accessible and reliable for these actors to ensure that they could fulfill their end of the production. 
[image: ][image: ]Logistically, figuring out scenic transitions and how to store pieces for 14 shows backstage became very complicated. I made a very simplified version of a scenic runsheet with only the necessary information for actors to reference with all of the transition information on it. I personally laid out the backstage area during my preshow to put things in an order that allowed for the most effective traffic patterns. It took some trial and error, and a few times for my actors to understand how things needed to work, but it all ended with a smooth festival with minimal problems.

As the Stage Manager for These Shining Lives, I was heavily involved in every step of the process while putting on this show. I ran the auditions with my team, and then over the summer, me and my ASM’s did all of the necessary prep-work we needed to do before starting the rehearsal process in August. This included making conflict calendars, contact sheets, sending out scripts, doing production meetings, and many other things.

Once rehearsals started, I added a few duties to my plate. I made daily calls for the production and made rehearsal reports after each day concluded. I oversaw my ASM’s in making the scenic, costume, and props runsheets. I took blocking notes in my blocking script and took other notes in a logbook I had made. In cooperation with the director, I ran the rehearsal and ensures the production was coming together   properly and assisted wherever problems occurred.

During tech, I got all the cues from the designers and began to call the show. This came with a whole new set of problems to figure out, but me and my ASM’s worked alongside the TD to get the show off of the ground and running.

Description automatically generated]During the performances, I came to the theater, made sure the show was set up and ready to start, which included a specific preshow checklist, and then called the show. Once the show was over, my crew would reset for the next day while I did a performance report reviewing the events of that day’s show. If any other further communication was needed, I would do that too. I would finish my day by sending out the next day’s performance call.

Description automatically generated]There were a few factors in the space we hosued our show in that provided challenges to my job as the SM. We housed These Shining Lives in our blackbox theater. It provided a nice intimate feeling to the show. However, our blackbox does not have a booth where an SM can see the space and hear the show live. Instead, the SM is in a room across the hall from the theater, with 4 cameras in each corner of the space and microphones feeding the sound into the “control room.” This was initially a challenge, but throughout the process I learned how to use the nuances of the room to call the show effectively.

These are pages from my log book. They were used to monitor the shows development, and make any notes I needed to put into the daily rehearsal report.
Throughout the run of the show, I learned a lot about how I work as a Stage Manager. I have spent most of my theatrical career as an actor, and this was one of my first experiences on the technical side of a show. I think this heavily influenced my style of stage managing. I know the language of the actor. I understand how they think, speak, and work. I was then able to use my new identity of an SM to bridge the gap between the directors vision, and the actors understanding of it.  I could take what a designer was saying and make it understood by the rest of company. 
I decided very early in the process I wanted to lead with positivity and set a good energy for my cast. I think this aided our production in moments of stress and frustration, and allowed plenty of moments for fun, growth, and laughter as we mounted our show.
 I also put my full energy into being punctual and prepared. I was the first one into the rehearsal room every day, and the last to leave. I made sure things were ready for the cast to come in, and made sure I left the day in good shape to be set up for the next. I wanted my cast to see that I was taking the show very seriously, which was another tone setter for the group. I lead by example, and my company followed that lead. I think that is the best way to lead. I don’t think it matters much what you tell people- you’ve got to show them.

ASSISTANT STAGE MANAGER
My duties for this show at the beginning of the process involved lots of paperwork. I helped the SM run auditions, and was responsible for making copies of audition forms to be sent into the audition room. Once the show started, I did a costume breakdown of the show, that would later be turned into the costume runsheet. I helped make lists of characters and people in different scenes, and did the conflict calendar. I assisted the SM in any other paperwork she needed help with, including Daily Calls. I also made many copies of script sections, as our direction was also the playwright, and we were making frequent cuts and edits that we would print off for actors.
Once I started being backstage, I often ran music off of my computer for transitions and dances, as well as start to figure out what costumes would need to be preset and moved around during the show, and how that would happen. When we started teching the show, I worked with my costume crew to make sure that all of the actors had the clothes they needed, knew when to change, and if they needed quick changes, had both the clothes to change into and the people to help them do it. I would float around backstage to all of the different spots where changes were going on to make sure they all went well. I also helped make sure the show would run smoothly alongside the other 2 ASM’s. Duties for the performances were nearly identical.

ASSISTANT STAGE MANAGER
My main role on the SM team was to be the Scenic ASM. This meant I was in charge of all the scenic elements of the show, all the set pieces, and ensuring scene transitions ran smoothly. I made up a run sheet for the show of all of the scenes with page numbers, giving cue lines, transition assignments, where they were coming from and where they were going, and what color spike tape marks they were looking for. I communicated with actors backstage about their assignments and ensured they knew what they were responsible for and made sure they felt confident about their assignments. Once our show was running, I was in charge of leading a crew in presetting the set pieces before each act, and then I stood backstage and held doors open for the actors doing the transitions. I was also available to actors if they had any problems or questions, such as a broken shoe or they were missing a prop. After the show each night, I made sure the backstage area was clean and organized, everything was put away including the weapons, and that everything would be ready for the next day’s show.

SOUND TECHNICIAN
Me and 3 other students were collectively in charge of designing the sound effects for our production of Little Women. We all worked together to break down the script, and then find all of the sound effects that the show required. We found many options for each sound, and then met with our director and had her pick which options she liked best. After that, we would put those files into the QLab, where they could be edited and sequenced for the show.
I assisted in the editing and ordering of cues in the QLab, putting many of the cues in there myself. I would then clip the cues to the proper length, and set preliminary levels so they would be ready to be modified in tech.
One other aspect I took charge of was Voiceovers. We had many uses for voice overs during this show. I would have actors meet with me and record lines or other effects as needed into my microphone, and then I would put those into the QLab just like the other sound effects. Some of the voiceover moments required very specific sequencing, for example, when Amy falls through the ice. I had recorded 3 separate voiceovers that all needed to hit in a specific timing, alongside other sound effects. I built the sequence in QLab and made sure it worked properly.

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Description automatically generated]Another thing that I built was a special set piece composed of three trees, with vines and flowers attached to provide cover for the actors using. This had to be designed in a way that allowed the actors to make themselves seen, but also to be completely hidden when they needed to be. I did this by draping vines over branches of the trees to make a curtain of sorts, that could be pulled back to reveal their faces when they had dialogue in the scene. I used flowers and other greenery to cover the wicker basket bases the trees were in to make it look a little more realistic.
[image: ]One other thing I built for the show was an archway that served as an “entrance” for one of the voms in the blackbox. It had both aesthetic and functional purpose. Aesthetically, it was themed after Olivia and a floral vibe, with vines and wisteria flowers draped down and around the structure of the arch. The functional purpose of it was to hide the actual exit into our backstage area, as the flowers and vines made a curtain that blocked the audience’s view.

Once it was time for the actual actors to get the looks put on, I also assisted the head designer in doing the old age makeup looks, including the face aging and adding white and gray into the hair of the actors.
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The other large design piece I did was building headbands for 2 of the wigs. We had headbands that needed to be covered by fabric. I cut the fabric out and glued it onto the headband to create a completely different looking headband.
